Abstract

The United Nations has set various sustainable development goals
but has given top priority to reducing poverty and inequality which have been
plaguing almost all parts of the world for a very long time.

In Thailand, poverty and inequality have been among its major chronic
problems. The country has tried to cure these social and economic ills by
allocating huge budget to educational development, however, to no avail.
The gap between the rich and the poor has been widening. The rich, although
much lower in number, own the biggest part of the country’s wealth, leaving
the people at the bottom of the income pyramid destitute.

The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization
(UNESCO) itself recognizes that quality education is an effective tool for the
fight against global poverty and equality promotion efforts. Education can help
people escape poverty traps. An access to high-quality education is always
a precursor to poverty alleviation. Valuable knowledge and skills pave the
way to a brighter future where the poor will then have necessary resources to
improve many areas of their lives, to stay healthy and to become financially

and economically independent.
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These people can even be a driving force behind efforts to make society
better. Their knowledge and information can be used to raise public awareness
on issues surrounding the environment, democracy and good governance
and political development or any other serious political, economic and social
problems. Some may eventually become key players in campaigns for political
changes.

Accessible education and equal educational opportunity to all, there-
fore, are powerful weapons in the war on poverty. The growing number of ed-
ucated people will reduce chances of any individuals or any particular groups
to dominate the economy, the markets or the political power. This is why quality
education must be provided fairly and equally for every member of society if
the goal towards equitable distribution of economic opportunities and wealth
is to be achieved.

Education is also a way to break the cycle of generational poverty and
narrow the urban-rural gap. Guidelines on Poverty and Inequality Reduction
through Education:

1) Education management must base on the equalization system to
enable people or areas that are at a disadvantage to “stand on their own two
feet” first.

2) Free quality education must be distributed to all children. There
must be an easy access to education and efforts must be made to keep chil-
dren in the education system as long as possible in a bid to help them rely on
themselves, enhance their capabilities, develop maturity and turn them into
responsible citizens.

3) Civic education needs support as it is one of the important tools
in the development of good and responsible citizenry. Civic knowledge helps
prepare the people to carry out civic duties and responsibilities which include
engagement and participation in social and political activities under the dem-

ocratic system and also to put public interest before anything else.
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4) Education must respond to the need to reduce widespread poverty
and inequality especially in rural and regional areas.

5) Teacher reform is essential in improving the quality of education.
Teacher education programs may need a major revamp in key areas such as
curriculums and learning and training process to produce quality teachers who
can be top role models for students.

6) Distance learning via available technologies should be arranged
for students in remote areas to stop repeated excuses for the shortages of
school supplies and educational resources.

Creating good and quality citizens through quality education requires
not only high investment budget but also tremendous efforts, wisdom and a
strong political will. Returns on investment, however, are worthwhile — citizens

who can enjoy economic and political freedom.
