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Abstract

The objectives of the qualitative research were: 1) to study the lead-
ership qualities of Chatchawal Kong-udom and 2) to investigate the social
contributions of Chatchawal Kong-udom. Documents and in-dept interviews
were employed. 14 key informants included those working closely and living in
the Tao Poon area for more than 30 years, police officers, advocates working
in Tao Poon community for more than 36 years, lawyer in politics and society,
and villagers in Tao Poon community area. An in-depth interview was also with
Chatchawal Kong-udom. Documents, articles, online media, and information
published on the internet were used to acquire data alongside an in-depth
interview with a distinct question line to answer the objectives of this study.
The findings revealed that the leadership qualities of Chatchawal Kong-udom
contributed to his recognition and achievement in the field of social service,
innovative leadership, effective communication, teamwork, empathy, and a

dedication to positive change. This earned him the admiration and respect of
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the public and stakeholders as an exemplary leader who assiduously worked to
enhance the lives of others and create a just and equitable society. Chatchawal
Kong-udom'’s contribution to society stems in part from his lengthy residence
in the Tao Poon area. It helps to comprehend the community’s environment,
problems, emotions, and thoughts in great detail. Life experiences inspire social
work objectives in their own right. Therefore, it was determined that Chatchawal
Kong-udom had contributed positively to society. Understanding how the area
they reside in should be developed and corrected contributes to this. In part,
this is due to their prior commitments and experiences, which have shaped

their present-day objectives.
