He would not compromise
otherwise despite trying to negotiate with the South; Lincoln devoted an enor-
mous amount of resources to defeating the South with his might and seeking
generals such as General Grant; it was an important policy. Lincoln practiced
rhetoric for many years during his time as a lawyer or just as a representative to
the state level and especially in a campaign to compete with Senator Douglas.
But Lincoln gave the least speech during his presidency. Because he did not
want to create confusion. Therefore, his important speech took place on the
day of the oath of the presidency. And again on the day of giving the grave to
the brave soldiers who died on the Gettysburg battlefield in which the closing
sentence was: "May the mercy of God find a new birth of freedom and for the
government of the people, by the people and for the people will not disappear
from ourworld." In conclusion, it can be said that Lincoln was the one who gave
birth to the United States. It is the United States with the perfect democracy

that the idealists around the world are trying to follow.
